Meginmarkmid verkefnisins er ad draga ur brotthvarfi
nemenda med annad médurmal en islensku og auka hlutfall peirra medal atskriftarnemenda
Fjolbrautaskéla Sudurnesja. bannig megi fjolga teekifaerum peirra i islensku samfélagi, baedi i
félagslegri patttoku og & vinnumarkadi.A hausténn 2019 var brotthvarf nemenda med annad
madurmal en islensku um 13,3%. Ef atskriftarhdpar skélans eru skodadir fra vorénn 2019 til
haustannar 2021, p.e. i fimm annir a8ur en verkefnid fér af stad, pd eru nemendur med annad
modurmal en islensku ad medaltali 7% af Gtskriftarhépi skdlans.A hausténn 2021 var brotthvarf
nemenda med annad médurmal en islensku 10,2% og a voronn 2022 var brotthvarfid 11,1%.
Brotthvarfid hefur pvi minnkad eftir ad verkefnid foér af stad. begar hlutfall nemenda med annad
madurmal en islensku i Gtskriftarhopi skélans er skodad, eftir ad verkefnid for af stad, er pad ad
medaltali 14,3%. Hlutfall pessa héps medal utskriftanemenda hefur pvi aukist eftir ad verkefnid
for af stad.Ollum nemendum i umsjénarhdpi verkefnastjéra nemenda med annad médurmal en
islensku i FS var bodin patttaka i verkefninu. Verkefnastjéri hefur yfir 50 nemendur i umsjén. |
upphafi voru tekin vidtol vid nemendur par sem peir s6gdu fra sinum vaentingum til verkefnisins.
Vid skipulagningu verkefnisins voru veentingar nemenda hafdar ad leidarljosi.
patttakendurnir skrifudu i upphafi undir samning og skuldbundu sig pannig til patttoku i
namstudningi, vidburdum, kynningum og ferdum sem voru a dagskrd 4 medan verkefnid var i
gangi. Foreldrar skrifudu lika undir samninginn ef nemendur voru yngri en 18 ara.
patttakendur hafa maett tvisvar i manudi i verkefnid. beir hafa fengid margvislega fraedslu og
valdeflingu sem stydur pa i nami og daglegu lifi. Einnig hafa nemendur sétt menningarvidburdi
og verid kynntir fyrir pvi sem i bodi er til deegrastyttingar utan skdlans.
Nemendur og foreldrar peirra hafa haft greidan adgang ad verkefnastjora verkefnisins og hafa
getad leitad til hans med vangaveltur sinar. Einnig hefur verkefnastjori adstodad nemendur i ad
finna bjargir til ad auka tungumalakunnattu sina. Sudurnesja-Spretts verkefnid er unnid i
samstarfi vid Reykjanesbae, Haskodla islands og Heilbrigdisstofnun Sudurnesja. Hilma HéImfridur
Sigurdardottir verkefnastjori fjiolmenningamala er tengilidur Reykjanesbaejar vid verkefnid og
Nilsina Larsen Einarsdéttir verkefnastjori Spretts er tengilidur Haskdla fslands. Ingibjorg
Gudmunda Sveinsdottir hefur verid Sudurnesja-Spretti innan handa med mal tengd heilbrigdi



nemenda.

Verkefnid Sudurnesja-Sprettur er bréunarverkefni styrkt af Préunarsjédi
innflytjendamala.Verkefnid byggir 4 verkefninu Sprettur i Haskéla islands. Verkefnid byrjadi i
september 2021 og lauk i mai 2022.

Project description: Sudurnesja-Sprettur is a progressive project for students that do not have
Icelandic as their first language at Fj6lbrautaskdli Sudurnesja.The main goal of the project was to
give young people that fit this criteria more opportunities, have a higher percentage of students
graduate and therefore lower the dropout rate. This would hopefully mean they would have
more opportunities within Icelandic society, both socially and in the job market. The dropout rate
of these students in the fall semester of 2019 was around 13,3%. If you look at the graduating
class of the school in the last 5 semesters before the project was launched, students that do not
have Icelandic as their first language only populated 7% of the graduating class.
After this project was launched the dropout rate of students who do not have Icelandic as their
first language in the fall semester of 2021 was 10,2% and in the spring semester of 2022 11,1%.
The dropout rate has therefore decreased since the project started. When the graduating class
of those semesters is looked at, 14,3% were students that do not have Icelandic as their first
language. The proportion of this group among graduate students has therefore increased since
the project started. All students in the project manager's supervision group were offered to
participate in the project. The supervision group had over 50 students. 11 students accepted the
offer to participate in the project. In the beginning all students were interviewed to gage their
expectations of the project’s results. When planning the course of the project the students’
expectations were used as a guideline. At first all participants signed an agreement and with that
committed to involvement in study aid, project events, presentations and trips that were
scheduled while they were involved in the project. All students under 18 also had to have their
parents sign the agreement. The project schedule involved having to participate twice a month.
The students have been educated on multiple subjects and have been empowered in their
studies and daily lives as well. Students have attended cultural events and have been introduced
to many fun things in their environment to do outside of school. Students and their parents have
had full access to the project manager of the project and have been able to come to him with
their thoughts. The project manager has also helped the student to find venues to further their
Icelandic and English knowledge.



The Sudurnesja-Sprettur project is done in collaboration with Reykjanesbar, the University of
Iceland and Sudurnes Health Center. Hilma HéImfridur Sigurdardoéttir the project manager of
diversity and inclusion is the project’s main contact to Reykjanesbzer and Nilsina Larsen
Einarsddttir project manager of Sprettur at the University of Iceland is the main contact to the
university. Ingibjorg Gudmunda Sveinsdoéttir has helped Sudurnesja-Sprettur with matters
related to the participating student’s health. The project Sudurnesja-Sprettur is a development
project sponsored by The Development fund for immigrant affairs. The project is based on the
project Sprettur at the University of Iceland. The project started in September 2021 and finished
in May 2022.
