Name of the project: NEET: The status and background of immigrant youth not in emploment
nor education
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Project description: Labor force participation among young people has declined considerably in
most OECD countries over the previous decades. Elevated numbers of inactive youths, the so-
called NEETs (i.e., neither employed, in education or training), are directly connected to this
development which has also been documented in Iceland. The objective of this report is to
elucidate and estimate the scope of the NEET group in Iceland in the period 2014-2020, as well
as analyzing which background factors are connected to participation in the labor market and in
education. The conditions of youths with a foreign background are central to this research as the
main focus is on comparing the conditions of native-born youths and youths with a foreign
background. Numeric data from Statistics Iceland (i. Hagstofa [slands), consisting of the general
demographics and socioeconomic information about youths aged 16-24 in Iceland are utilized in
this research to illuminate the characteristics and background of NEETs in Iceland. The main
findings show that although labor market conditions seem to directly affect NEET rates, some
background factors like gender, age, highest level of education, the socioeconomic status of
parents and household types are also inherently connected to the likelihood of becoming a NEET.
For instance, NEET rates are substantially higher for single parents and young people from single-
parent households compared to those raised by co-residential parents. Furthermore, males are
in general more prone to becoming NEETs than women. This suggests that some background
factors might essentially indicate the probabilities of becoming a NEET. For instance, an individual
with a strong socioeconomic background is less prone to becoming a NEET than others. The
conditions and opportunities of youths in Iceland, however, differ considerably between those
of a native-born background and a foreign background, to the disadvantage of the latter group.
NEET rates, in other words, are substantially higher amongst youths with a foreign background.
Furthermore, the findings indicate that the risk factors and other influencing determinants have
more dramatic repercussions for youths with a foreign background that for native-born
individuals. Youths with a foreign background are, however, not a homogeneous group,
irrespective of this tendency. In fact, analyzing the group using more elaborate definitions of
origin showed that the conditions of the group vary considerably.
